O What is ChatGPT?

o Generative Al refers to artificial intelligence that learns from given
content (text, images, audio, video, code, etc.) and generates new, similar
content that differs from the original.

o ChatGPT is a combination of "Chat" and "GPT" (Generative Pre-trained
Transformer), and it is a type of generative Al specialized in text

generation.

o Other examples of generative Al tools include Google Bard Al a
conversational Al service, and text-based Al image generators like
DALL-E and Stable Diffusion.

o These generative Al tools offer the advantage of easily creating new
content, which improves production efficiency and diversifies content.

O Basic Guidelines for Using Generative Al like ChatGPT

o Learners should be granted the right to use generative Al tools like
ChatGPT to enhance their learning outcomes and have positive

educational experiences.

o However, if students use generative Al in class without basic guidelines, it
may negatively impact the quality of teaching and learning. Common
negative impacts include:

(1) Violations of academic integrity, such as plagiarism and cheating.

(2) Decline in critical thinking, creative thinking, and problem-solving skills
due to over-reliance on generative Al.

(3) Acquisition of inaccurate or biased information.



(4) Reinforcement of entrenched stereotypes.

o Therefore, it is recommended to actively use generative Al in line with
current trends, but the final decision on whether to allow generative Al
usage in class should be made by individual instructors, based on the
learning objectives of their courses. Instructors should clearly state their
Al usage policy in the syllabus and ensure that it is communicated clearly

to students.

O Basic Guidelines for Using ChatGPT and Other Generative Al Tools

o While tools such as plagiarism detection software (e.g., Turnitin, Hugging
Face, GPTZero, CrossPlag) can technically detect Al usage like ChatGPT,
students can easily bypass detection by paraphrasing. Since it is impossible
to perfectly detect plagiarism, students should be educated early in the
course on what constitutes plagiarism and the ethical use of Al

o ChatGPT may provide incorrect answers to given topics. Therefore,
students should be encouraged to develop their critical thinking by
comparing ChatGPT's answers with reliable sources of information.

o For tasks that require empirical data collection (e.g., interviews, surveys), it
is difficult for ChatGPT to replace such activities. In fact, ChatGPT is likely
to provide incorrect information if used in these contexts. Thus,
instructors should assign tasks that involve empirical data collection and

analysis.

o0 Due to the technical nature of ChatGPT, it can summarize specific topics,
but it is challenging to explain the process by which results were derived.
Therefore, students should be encouraged to document the entire process,
including how they incorporated feedback from peers and instructors, in

detail when submitting assignments.
